In Rome�
she met Col. Raimondo D’Inzeo and jumped his World famous Merano.�

Natalie and her student Darcy Drije became well known for their Pas de Deux’s as the Lone Ranger and�
Tonto as well as The Blues Brothers.  They even gave an exhibition at the USET Selection Trial.  All of�
this gives Natalie an appreciation for all aspects of the sport from different points of view.�

Natalie has taught, trained, and coached many horse and rider teams over the years.  They have won at�
NAYR Championships as well as numerous AHSA, USDF, USEF Year end awards.�

With over forty years of experience, Natalie can offer the insight from a rider’s, trainer’s and coach’s point�
of view.  She has shown and trained dressage horses as well as hunters, jumpers and race horses.  Her�
students have won medals at Young Riders, as well as Year end awards in USDF.    Horses she has trained,�
to all levels, have won many year end awards, locally as well as Nationally.  She was the first rider to�
receive the USDF Silver medal and has since won the Bronze and Gold.  She has won many year end�
awards as well as the individual Gold medal at the Olympic Festival in Baton Rouge, Louisiana.�

She has been long listed with USET and has had the good fortune to ride with such notables as Maf. Wikne,�
Col Nyblaeus, Col. Ljungquist, Georg Wahl, Harry Boldt, Willi Schultheis, George Theodorescu and�
Michael Poulin.  Natalie tries to help riders reach their goals, be it having more enjoyment with their horse�
or becoming a more successful competitor.  Her goal is to try to help dressage improve through teaching,�
coaching and judging.�
